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TODAY’S READINGS:

From all eternity, God called each one of us to be
modeled after the image of Christ and to serve Him in
a unique way. In today’s Mass, we meditate on the
special call of prophets and apostles. Let us pray that
we shall all answer the call of God to holiness and that
many of our young men and women will generously
answer Christ's call to the priesthood and to the
religious orders.

First Reading: Isaiah 6: 1-2a, 3-8 - Each prophet had
a profound experience with God when he was called.
The scene of Isaiah’s call is the splendor of the
Temple at Jerusalem. In the presence of the majesty
and holiness of God, Isaiah recognizes that he is a
sinner. Yet God forgives him, cleanses him and sends
him to be His spokesman.

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 15: 1-11 - Paul had
previously hated Christ and persecuted the Church.
But God called him to be an apostle. Paul completely
changed; he was willing to suffer all things in order to
proclaim the gospel of Christ.

Gospel: Luke 5: 1-11 - Today’s gospel describes the
call of Simon Peter to be an apostle. After a
miraculous catch of fish, Peter realizes the holiness of
Jesus and his own sinfulness. Jesus tells him not to
be afraid; from now on, he will catch men!
