Each time we celebrate Mass, the Lord Jesus
renews His entire saving life, death, resurrection
and ascension for our salvation.

central mystery of our life

1st_Reading: Genesis 14: 18-20 - Today’s first
reading speaks of the mysterious person of
Melchizedek. Melchizedek was the type of the
eternal priest, the Messiah, who would forever offer
perfect sacrifice to God. Christian tradition identifies
Jesus as this Messiah and High Priest after the
order of Melchizedek.

2nd Reading: 1 Corinthians 11: 23-26 - “Do this in
remembrance of me.” We usually think of
‘remembrance” as meaning our remembrance of
Jesus. But the word actually means “God’s
remembrance of us!” The Eucharist is the renewal of
Christ’s sacrifice: once again the Lord remembers
us with mercy and forgiveness.

Gospel: Luke 9: 11b-17 - Today’s gospel is Luke’s
account of the miracle of the feeding of five
thousand from a few loaves and fishes. St. Luke
sees in this miracle a sign and type of the Eucharist
by which Christ is presently under appearance of
bread and wine throughout the world to feed us
spiritually.

> What is Jubilee?
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e |tis a name given to a particular year

e It is rooted in Jewish Tradition, celebrated
every 50th year (cf. Lev. 25:8-13)

e The word “jubilee” comes from “yobel,” the
rams’ horn which is used as a trumpet in
religious celebrations; it signals and
announces the start of the jubilee.

¢ Intention: to re-establish a proper
relationship: God-humanity-and-creation

e The Jubilee in 1300 was the first recorded
in history, convoked by Pope Boniface VII

Two types of Jubilee: Ordinary, every 25 years
and Extraordinary, invoked due to particular
event or theme
