TODAY'’S READINGS:
God is infinitely above us; He transcends all
creation. Yet the same God is present here with us
with a Father’s love, with a Brother’s friendship. The
message of our faith is simple enough to be
appreciated by all, yet profound enough to
confound the mind of the greatest genius. We do
not need to travel on a long journey to find wisdom;
we need only to contemplate and marvel at the
awesome mysteries of our God.

Although we do not see the
Father, we know the Father’s love because of the
love of Christ, His Son.

Gospel: Luke 10: 25-37 - The gospel today is the
parable of the Good Samaritan. This parable gives
the unique teaching of Jesus Christ. We are to love
our neighbor as ourselves, and EVERYONE in the
world is our neighbor. No
other religion in the history
of mankind ever called on
its followers to love
everyone without
exception. Yet that is the
way of Christ.
