TODAY'’S READINGS:

Jesus said that His yoke was easy and His
burden light. But He also said that we must carry
our cross to follow Him! It may not always be
easy to put Christ in first place in our lives. At
times, we must stand against almost everyone in
the world because of our principles. Yet if we are
faithful to the Lord, He will shower us with His
blessings. Let us pray for wisdom to seek the
Lord’s will in all things.

1st Reading: Wisdom 9: 13-18b - Our limited
minds cannot grasp the infinite mind of God. At
times we do not understand the ways of the Lord.
Yet, in faith, we know that all things work for the
good of those who love the Lord. His ways are
perfect wisdom.

2nd Reading: Philemon 9-10, 12-17 - Philemon
was the owner of a runaway slave named
Onesimus. St. Paul wrote his letter to Philemon to
say that Onesimus had become a Christian and
is, therefore, now a brother to Philemon. He asks
Philemon to welcome Onesimus back as a
brother and not as a slave.

Gospel: Luke 14: 25-33 - Today’s gospel
contains many strong statements: if we follow
Jesus, we must leave our family; we must take up
our cross; we must deny ourselves. These
statements mean that we must love Christ above
all people and all things, with all our hearts.
