The powerful have
more temptations to avarice and other vices.
We must never be jealous of them, but must
unselfishly and blamelessly pray for all.

Gospel: Luke 16: 1-13 - As we listen to the
words of today’s gospel, let us ask ourselves
what our real values in life are. What it comes
right down to is, our actions show what our
goals are. If we show by action that we value
the things money can buy more than we value
our faith, we are serving a false master.
